Through the long cold night men
searched with lanterns and flashlights. At dawn
more than fifty people held hands in a long line
and began to sweep through the field. Photos
showed a human chain circling the house in ever
widening circles through vast fields. Finally,
around noon, they found the boy. He was dead.
The last picture showed the father, his faced
streaked with tears and dirt, carrying the precious
body from the fields. As he emerged from the
fields he was quoted as saying, “If only we had
joined hands sooner he could have been saved.”

Let this be a challenge to us to join hands
and find those who are lost and those that are
hurting and bring them to Jesus, for He is the
answer!!
